This 6-minute video emphasizes the importance of establishing a supportive village
who can offer encouragement and help meet the relational needs of the children you
welcome into your home whether you plan to foster or adopt.

This 8-minute video explores the concept of open adoption and how that can differ
from child to child and as your relationship grows with the biological family.

This 10-minute video helps prepare your hearts, minds, and family to receive children
from different races, cultures, and backgrounds.
